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Here is a way of helping children understand how to think about their relationship with
Jesus.

First explain that it is very difficult to draw Jesus on a piece of paper. Artists have guessed what he looked like
when he was on earth, but now he is in heaven he is greater than anyone can imagine, so instead we print his
name.

Explain that when they think
/%S//S about Jesus and their lives,
different children have different
experiences.

Some children (now draw an X just below the centre * ‘JESUS’)
feel that they are very close to Jesus and that they love him very much
and are trying to do as he wants.

Children who are thinking in this way may want to say to Jesus ‘Lord Jesus Thank you for loving me and being
close to me. I'm sorry that | don't always live like your friend. | never want to stop belonging to you and pleasing
you. Please help me to love and obey you even more.

Some children may be beginning to think that they are starting an unhelpful habit. (Draw a line that
moves away from Jesus.) Whenever ideas and thoughts about God or Jesus come into their minds they
are starting to push them out. Whenever there are choices between good and bad, they often choose the
bad one. It seems as if they are getting into the habit of disobeying Jesus, pushing him away from their
lives. That sin problem is stopping them from being as close to Jesus as they might be.

_]‘—fg/{g People like this, as they grow older, find themselves a long way from Jesus
with their life going in quite the opposite direction to Jesus’ hopes and ways.
\ x —> This is a dangerous way to be going. The Bible tells us that people who

head in that direction can find themselves feeling very lost and a long, long
way from Jesus.

In this case the only way back to Jesus is a U-turn. (Draw this.) This Jkgﬂg
means turning away from sin and turning right around to be forgiven, \ x—>
to accept God's love and start a new life following Jesus’ ways. x J

Sometimes they are not sure whether they want to do anything
important about Jesus yet, but they know they want to think about it
some more.

The most natural way to bring a child into a personal relationship with Jesus is in normal conversation.   Saying to them,  “this is what happened to me…’ and telling them your salvation story in a few sentences.   
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· Invite some corps folk (any age)  to join you and sit with a couple of children.
· Suggest they tell the children how they became a Christian in a few sentences.

· Ask them to prepare themselves by making their testimony kid-friendly.

· Could be something like this :- 

·  Before you became a Christian

· The Cross – your conversion, the point you became a Christian

· After becoming a Christian – your life now.
· Give them a copy of X Marks the Spot and ask them to share it with a group of kids.
X marks the Spot  ( 1 sheet for each leader, I’ve attached a template for a card, but to make it more natural just write JESUS onto a piece of paper yourself.)
· This could be done with the whole group or with some of the corps folk sitting with a small group of kids.
· The following diagram and text on the page headed X marks the spot is provided to help the group explore where they stand with Jesus.
· After talking about the three types of children, ask the children to look at the small card they are holding and imagine where their X would be.  

Mark with an X where you are with Jesus

Mark with a Z where you would like to be.
· Encourage the children to turn over their cards and write a prayer to God.

· Suggest they might like to use their card as a reminder to pray often to get to know Jesus better.

· Assure them all that you’d love to talk to them more about where their X comes on their card or answer any questions.
