How can your child be involved in SRE?
Children are welcome to attend any SRE class their parent or care-giver chooses.  Normally you will choose which class your child attends when you enrol your child at school.  

When you complete the enrolment form, there is a question about religion where you should record your child’s religion and, if Christian, you may write just the denomination. The question also allows for “No religion” to be recorded in this space. This information may be used by the school to plan for SRE classes. You may change that class at any time or withdraw your child from any SRE programme by notifying the principal in writing.

What is Special Religious Education (SRE)?

It is the time allowed under the Education Act of 1990, for teachers to come into the school to teach their particular faith to the children enrolled for that programme. You may better know this lesson as ‘Scripture’.

Who are the SRE teachers?

The SRE teachers are mainly volunteers who are authorised, approved and trained by their own churches and religious communities.

SRE can only be provided by a religious group approved by the Department of Education and Training (DET).  The list of approved

groups is updated regularly on the DET website

What do SRE teachers teach?

As your children progress through their school years, material suitable to their age group will be taught in their SRE classes.  This material is chosen by the leaders of the religious groups.  For more detailed information please contact the SRE Coordinator (see back page).


Fun in Learning
For each lesson, visual aids, music and other teaching materials are used to capture the children’s interest.  Often a take home sheet or workbook is used which is made available by the local religious groups.
