1.
The involvement of community leaders to advise and assist with influential leadership
2.
The involvement of citizens from every level of society to help shoulder the community responsibility which The Salvation Army has carried for so long

3.
Involvement by generous gift support and adequate work force so that the Red Shield Appeal will meet the budget deficit - the Army’s price of involvement.

Because of the nature of the organisational structure of the Appeal, a minimum investment of time by community leaders will produce a maximum effect on the Appeal.
