I find that when I am in touch with the poor I lose my hold upon the rich, and when I reach up to the rich I let go of the poor.  And I very much doubt whether God Almighty’s arms are long enough”.

The Salvation Army maintains its strong involvement with those who have, as they are able to come alongside and give time and money in support of our vital work with the ‘have nots’ of our community.
